Presentation of the Native Americans
November is national Native American Heritage Month, and so in order to better understand the history of our country you will create a presentation on one tribe from the United States and Canada (not including Native Hawaiians, as they are considered Polynesian and not exactly Native American).  The presentation will be shared with the class to further not only your own knowledge of the Native tribe of your choosing, but also to help everyone learn a little bit more about the First Nations of our country.  

Your presentation should include, but is not limited to, this information: 

1. Title Slide:  Your name, name of the Tribe (image)

Pre-Columbian:

2. What were they like before Europeans arrived?

a. Where did they live (when did they get there) (map)

b. How did they live?  (Hunting-gathering, agriculture, fishing, ect) Population?

c. What was their religious beliefs (could be religion or myths)

d. What was their community like (family life, marriage, etc)

e. What was their language like? (see if you can find examples of words, especially ones we may use in English today)

Colonial or Western Expansion:

3. What happened after European contact?

a. How did they interact with Europeans?

b. What happened to their population? 

c. Were they forcibly removed from their lands?  Where did they end up? (Map)

d. Were there any wars associated with this tribe? 

e. Are there any treaties that the US government has with this Tribe? What are they?  Where they kept? 

Modern Times:

4. How is modern native life? 

a. Do they have a reservation?  Where is it?  What is the population on the reservation vs. off the reservation? (Map).

b. What does the reservation look like (images)

c. What are difficulties the tribe currently has?  Have they maintained their language? 
d. What are some success stories the tribe has? 

e. What does the future hold in store for the tribe?
