Spanish 1 is a two semester beginning course that provides students with opportunities to develop language proficiency across the three modes of communication: Interpretive, Interpersonal, and Presentational, as well as information about geography, culture, beliefs and practices of Spanish speaking countries.





This course is designed for you to


communicate by speaking, reading, writing, and understanding spoken Spanish. You will learn to communicate in everyday situations through dialogues, oral presentations, projects and group activities. 





Class Objectives & Goals


During your first year of learning Spanish you will learn to talk about yourself, others, and daily activities using commonly used sentences. You will be able to provide this information as answers to questions. You will also learn how to ask simple questions to get information you need.  Also, you will have the opportunity to expand your knowledge of other cultures, making you ready for a global society.
