 Caesar Essay:


Assigned 2/28/17      Due: 3/7/17
1. First, you will need to choose one of Caesars of Rome on which you would like to write an essay. 

2. You must find at least 3 reliable internet resources (Not Wikipedia) to use as references when looking up information to write your essay. 

3. Before even beginning your essay, you must have the three reliable websites written down in the correct MLA format on a reference page.  You must check in with me for me to check your references before you may begin writing.  You may find how to do MLA correctly at the bottom of this webpage: https://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/747/01/
4. After correctly citing your references, you may begin your paper:

a. Correctly have your name, the date, and the title of your paper, as shown on the MLA website above. 

b. Create an introductory paragraph the Caesar you have chosen.  In this paragraph you should introduce what you will be speaking about.  Make sure that the reader will understand what you are going to be talking about.  

c. Your main body (a single paragraph or multiple paragraphs) will be about:

i. The young life of this Caesar: Where was he born, where did he grow up, was he in politics as a young man?   

ii. How did he become Caesar?  Did someone die?  Was he a war general that won?  Was it passed down to him?
iii. What did he accomplish?  Did he expand the empire?  Did he defeat tribes?  Did he help build the infrastructure of Rome? 
iv. When and how did he die?  Is his reign viewed as positive or negative?  How come?

d. Your concluding paragraph, which can be about your thoughts of the importance of your Caesar.
