This six weeks you will be able to choose which culture/country you want to study.  The only countries that are off limits are the ones we have already done as a class, and cultures that speak English.  Since you get to choose, I suggest that you spend some time trying to decide if the culture/county you want to study has enough material online for you to be able to do vocabulary exercises, make presentations, and write papers.  For example, there is probably a great deal of information and dictionaries online for the Lakota or the Algonquin languages, but there is probably not enough information about the Paiute or the Gwhich’in.  
1. Vocab that I want you to be able to cover includes: 

· The alphabet

· Numbers 0-10

· Common Food and Drinks
· Greetings and conversation:  Hello, Goodbye, How are you, I’m fine, thank you, you’re welcome, etc

2. You must be able to present on the country or culture, just like we have for the other countries on which we have worked. 

· Location

· Population

· Geography

· Religion

· Festivals

· Food in general

· Places to see or events to watch

3. You must be able to present about the food they eat and why

4. You must be able to write about the history of their culture and language

5. You must be able to write about their daily life and how we have influenced their culture or how they have resisted Westernization/Globalization

6. You must be able to find contemporary news articles about the country and their culture to present to the class to explain current topics/issues
